(Friday 4 September) and will feature The Margaritas versus Pink Champagne. The
winning teams will advance to the Silver League Final to be played on Saturday 5
September.

The highlight of the tournament will be the Gold Cup match (0 to 2 goals handicap)
which is scheduled on Sunday 6 September with representative teams from Singapore*
and HPC England*. The Singapore Polo Club is honoured to have Mr. S Iswaran, Senior
Minister of State for Trade & Industry and Education as the Guest-of-Honour at the Gold
Cup match.
